The Petitioner requested to revision in the language included in
“Policy TE-2: Intraoperative Magnetic Resonance Imaging
Scanners” to allow the use of intraoperative MRI (iMRI) scanners
for selected outpatients in the 2025 SMFP.

Committee Recommendation: The Agency recommended
approval of the petition. The Agency further recommended the
incorporation of additional edits to the Policy. A motion was made
and seconded to accept the Agency’s recommendation.

Committee Recommendation: The Agency recommended denial
of the petition to modify the fixed PET scanner methodology but
approval of the petition to add a policy for fixed PET scanners.
The Agency further recommended the incorporation of additional
edits to the Policy.
