The Healthcare Planning and Certificate of Need Section, Division of Health Service Regulation
(Agency) has conditionally approved the above referenced certificate of need application. The
conditional approval is valid only for the approved capital expenditure shown above. If the capital cost
will exceed the approved capital expenditure amount by more than 115%, the applicant must first obtain a
new certificate of need.

Response to the conditions in Attachment A should be attached to an email addressed to the Project
Analyst and the Co-signer no later than 35 days from the date of the decision. The certificate of need
will not be issued if the response to the conditions in Attachment A has not been received by the Agency.

Effective
October 1, 2009, OAH requires a filing fee with submittal of petitions for contested cases. Please direct
all questions regarding this fee to the OAH Clerk’s Office (919-431-3000).

1. DVA Healthcare Renal Care, Inc. (hereinafter certificate holder) shall
materially comply with all representations made in the certificate of need
application and any supplemental responses. If representations conflict, the
certificate holder shall materially comply with the last made representation.

2. Pursuant to Condition 2 of the facility need determination in the 2021 SMFP, the
certificate holder shall develop no more than nine additional in-center dialysis
stations for a total of no more than 25 in-center stations at Ahoskie Dialysis upon
completion of this project.

3. Progress Reports:
