As the official representative for Seashore Imaging, LLC(“Seashore”), | am requesting a
Determination of Material Compliance related to the address for the above referenced Certificate of
Need (“CON”) for a new fixed MRI scanner in Carteret County. The change will not adversely affect
the total capital expenditure, project scope or persons served.

OnJuly 24, 2024, the Agency awarded Seashore a Certificate of Need, Project ID# P-12478-24, to
develop a new fixed MRI unit and diagnostic center in Cedar Point, Carteret County, pursuantto a
need determination in the 2024 SMFP. The original CON called for location of the diagnostic center
in a physician office building owned by an out-of-state real estate investment company.
Subsequently, Carteret County General Hospital Corporation (“CCGHC”) obtained board approval
to develop a physician office building on property located on the other side of Route 24 at 500 & 600
Lighthouse Lane;1130 Cedar Point Blvd. Please see Attachment A from CCGHC, offering to develop
a physician office building on the site and to lease space to Seashore Imaging for a diagnostic
center.





According to Carteret County property website, the proposed new location is in a commercial
property zone. As noted in Attachment A, CCGHC indicates that it will connect the property to
existing water and power.

West Carteret Water Corporation provides water. Attachment A shows CCGHC intent to lease
space to Seashore Imaging, and attests that there is adequate water service to the property to
support the project.

GFL Environmental provides waste disposal to this location. Please see CCGHC letter to Seashore
Imaging in Attachment A, which attests that there is adequate service to the property to support the
project.

Carteret-Craven Electric Cooperative provides electric power to the site. Please CCGHC letter in
Attachment A, indicating there is adequate service to the property to support the project.

The reason for the proposed change of address is to ensure long term site control by a member of
the applicant LLC. The proposed new site will provide the same reasonable access for the proposed
service area patient population. With the site under member control, Seashore will have longer
term assurance of patient access to parking and compatible tenants. The new site involves a two-
story office building that will be under construction in 14 months. As originally proposed, the
project will require only tenant upfits.

Development of the project at the proposed location will not represent any material change from
the CON application.

Seashore seeks DHSR determination of Material Compliance allowing it to change the address of
development for its new fixed MRI and diagnostic center to 500 & 600 Lighthouse Lane; 1130
