Definition List

Gait — a manner of walking or moving on foot

Incident — any event that has harmed or could harm a resident, visitor, or staff
member

Incident Report — documentation of facts surrounding any unexpected event in
healthcare setting; also called an occurrence, accident or event report.

Punitive — inflicting, involving, or aiming at punishment

(S-3) Incident Reporting

¢ Method of documenting facts surrounding an unexpected
event in healthcare setting

e Based on factual, objective account of what occurred
— Explain how to document facts through observation

(S-4) Incident Report
¢ Confidential and intended for use among the facility staff,
management and legal team
¢ Not part of the resident’s record
— Explain how documentation may be used if legal
action is pursued by the resident, family or facility
— Follow facility policy

Notes

(S-5) When is an Incident Report Required? (1)

e Aresident falls, verbalizes or shows fear or signs of
harm, develops unusual signs of pain, has a visible
misalignment of an extremity or develops a noticeable
change in gait
— Resident may not put weight on a leg because a

fracture has occurred during an unwitnessed event

e Aresident is reported missing from the facility

(S-6) | When is an Incident Report Required? (2)

¢ A mistake is made while providing resident care (it could
be something as simple as feeding the resident the
wrong meal — i.e. regular diet vs pureed diet)

e Anitem or personal belonging is damaged, broken or
missing

(S-7) When is an Incident Report Required? (3)

e The nurse aide performs a task that is outside the nurse
aide’s range of function

e The nurse aide is threatened and feels unsafe

(S-8) When is an Incident Report Required? (4)
e Inappropriate actions, sexual advances or remarks
e An angry outburst occurs by family members or staff

(S-9) Incident Report — Importance
e Required by the facility based upon State and Federal
guidelines

e Completed by individuals involved at the scene, those on
duty at the time, and those who observed incident

e Detailed accurate account of who was involved, what,
when and where the incident occurred, what immediate
actions and additional steps were taken to prevent
recurrence

TEACHING TIPS #N9: Incident Report Form Notes:
Pass around various incident report forms obtained from
facilities in the area and indicate how they differ and how
they are alike.
(S-10) Incident Report — Guidelines (1) Notes:
e Describe in detail what was seen or heard; do not make
assumptions
e Document the time the incident occurred
e Details should be recorded in sequence
e Describe the person’s reaction to the incident
o If subjective information is documented, it should include
exactly what the resident or involved party said
(S-11) Incident Report — Guidelines (2) Notes:
e State the facts; do not include opinions or place blame
e Describe the action taken to give care and whether the
injury was a direct result of the incident
e Describe the outcomes noted from actions taken
(S-12) Incident Report — Points to Remember Notes:

e Complete the report as soon as possible to ensure
details are not forgotten

Reporting and recording events of the incident is a
protective rather than punitive measure

Never try to hide an injury or mistake
Documentation is reviewed by management and
members of the healthcare team to look for trends
New policies and procedures may be established to
prevent future incidents

(S-13) Incident Report — Can Help Save a Life

Activity #N13

their assigned scenario using S-10 and S-11 as a guide.
Allow time for discussion and documentation. Ask each
reporter to share responses.

¢ You witness two NAs drop a resident during transfer

e You overhear a family member threaten a resident

e You are changing a resident’s gown and find a large skin
tear on the right forearm that is bleeding.

e You are asked by the nurse to suction a patient, a task
you have not been trained or allowed to perform, but you
do perform it.

e You are assisting residents to the dining room and are
unable to locate your 5" resident. You pass by the
window and see the resident walking through the parking
lot toward the road.
